2, Emergency Reserve Fund: .

Each hospital owned by the_Balgtist General Convention of Oklahoma is required
to keep on deposit with the Baptist Foundation of Oklahoma funds to help cover emer-
gency needs. Interest at the rate of 6% per annum is credited to each hospital’s account.
This central fund is restricted for use in making or securing 10ans to hospitals of the
Baptist General Convention of Oklahoma who are in need of financial assistance. This
fund also acts as insurance against any unexpected Iosses experienced by the hospital,
3. Assets Leased from Mayes County:

Included in the plant fund assets are land, buildings and fixed equipment leased
from Mayes County, Oklahoma at a nominal rate, The lease, dated October 29, 1954,
runs 25 years and the hospital may renew the lease for an additiopal 25 years. The
land, buildings and equipment acquired under the lease were capitalized upon entrance
into the lease at their cost to Mayes County. The net book values of said properties
